EXCEPTION 
When there is a court order or subpoena see Court Order or 
Subpoena to Release Information.  

 
These agencies may be given information from OSI for purposes of 
investigating or prosecuting (either criminal or civil) participants when 
investigation or prosecution is conducted by or on behalf of FAA. 
 
Information that OSI may release must be regarding the following: 
 
• Alleged violations of the Food Stamp Act or regulations 

• Violations regarding administration of federal public assistance 
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
