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Verification is used to establish the accuracy of eligibility factors. The
programs administered by the Family Assistance Administration (FAA)
require that certain factors be verified for the following reasons:

o To establish the accuracy of information stated on the application.

. To address changes that become known to FAA or are reported by
the participant.

o To aid in the accurate eligibility determination and benéefit level.

Verification includes, but is not limited to, any of the following:

. Documents

. State Verification Exchange System (SVES)
o Collateral Contacts with third parties

o Participant's statements

The participant has the primary responsibility for providing verification of
eligibility factors. Assist.ithe participant in obtaining verification.

It is considered a conflict of interest for an employee to provide verification
for participants.. When an employee is the only person that can provide the
needed verification, the employee, Office Manager, or designated staff
member must contact their Region Program Manager (RPM) for approval.
Written approval from the RPM is required. The written approval must be
uploaded to OnBase(g) with the documented verification.
