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A YATI-DCYF Responsibilities 
 
DCYF staff is responsible for the following: 
 
• Providing foster care children with information about their 

potential eligibility for YATI. 

• Providing and assisting foster care children with the completion 
of the Young Adult Transitional Insurance (YATI) Referral and 
DCYF/FAA Turn-Around Document (TAD) (FAA-1097A) form. 

• Providing foster care children both of the following: 
AHCCCS Information for Applicants (FAA-1211A) flyer. 
Family Assistance Programs - What You Need to Know (PAF-
001-A) brochure. 

• Obtaining the applicant's health plan choice. 

• Completing the FAA-1097A and routing it to FAA R&A Unit, 
along with the verification. 

• Closing the foster care case. 
This includes removing  FC  from the TYPE field, and Y  from 
the LIC FAC field on RESE. 

• Verifying foster care status.
