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B Dependent Care Expense

Dependent care expenses are payments for the care of a child, other
dependent, or incapacitated adult. The ALLOWABLE amount is the
amount BILLED.

Allow the expense when the expense is required for both of the

following:
. To ensure the dependent is cared for
. To allow the participant to continue to work

FS EXCEPTION

Allow the expense when the expense is required for both of the
following:

e To allow the participant any of the following:
Look for, accept, or continue to work

Attend training
