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C Expiration of the 12 Months of Payment 
 
When a participant reaches the end of the 12 months of payment, GA 
benefits must be stopped or an application for benefits denied. 
 

EXCEPTION 
Benefits may be continued when the participant is eligible for the up 
to six additional months.  

 
The following apply when a GA participant reaches the 12-month time 
limit: 
 
• Review the SR-460 for budgetary units that have received the 

11th month of payment.  Review GACD and the case file of 
any case displaying on this report. 

• Stop benefits effective the first month following the twelfth 
month of payment.  Key  GT  in the DENIAL/CLOSURE 
REASON field on STAA. 

• Send the PI the G201 notice.
